The Step-By-Step Home Buying Process





Step One: Your consultation


We will explain the basics of buying a home and provide you with the Buyer Advisory (also available at our website, � HYPERLINK "http://www.YourRealtorJosie.com" ��www.YourRealtorJosie.com�). Next we’ll ask you important questions to get a clear picture of what your needs, wants and desires are regarding your new home.





Step Two: Get qualified by a lender


Being pre-approved by a lender before you make an offer on a home can help us negotiate the best price on your purchase. Sellers treat pre-approved buyers much like ‘cash’ buyers – they are more likely to negotiate a lower sales price and tend to select a pre-approved buyer over another buyer with uncertain financing. We can recommend top lenders for you to contact before the home search begins in earnest.





Step Three: Choose your system


Once we have established your options on price ranges as indicated by your lender, you’ll be asked which system for finding a home you prefer.





The first system is called “Window Shopping”. With this system, we provide you with all the photos, addresses, and directions of those homes which match your criteria. This way you can drive by the homes at your convenience before you tour them. Many people like this system because they get a feel for the home’s location and condition without having us present. When a home of interest is found, contact us and we will show it to you.


The second system is called “Agent Previewing”. This is a more traditional system for house hunting. We review all the homes that are available for you and will narrow the selection down to no more that seven “cream of the crop” properties. Then we will go out together and find the home, you’ll buy from the ones selected.





Step Four: Find your new home


Once we know all your criteria, we can use ‘state of the art’ technology to search the Multiple Listing Service, as well as other resources, for properties that meet your needs. When we go out to see the selected homes, bring your checkbook! Don’t be surprised when you fall in love with a home your very first day…most people do!
